Dear Honorable Members,
Thank you for always giving your best efforts to the various projects of the Asia-Pacific Blood and Marrow Transplantation Group (APBMT), a corporation based in Japan. It is our greatest joy to serve you.

Since the foundation of APBMT in 1990, researchers in affiliated companies, healthcare professionals, as well as physicians involved in the clinical aspects of hematopoietic stem cell transplantation and cell therapy in the Asia-Pacific region have been dedicating their efforts to conducting research and investigations on this topic, and currently we are carrying out our activities with the participation of a total of 22 countries, reaching as far as Iran in the west and as far as Australia and New Zealand in the south.

The APBMT has its head office and data center in Nagoya and has been carrying out activities such as the (1) assessment of the most recent status of hematopoietic stem cell transplantation in all Asian countries (APBMT Activity Survey), (2) management of the Asia-Pacific Blood and Marrow Transplantation Registry (APBMT Registry), (3) sharing of knowledge on hematopoietic cell transplantation and cell therapy, (4) training of human resources involved in hematopoietic stem cell transplantation and cell therapy in Asian countries, (5) promotion of collaborative research in Asia-Pacific countries, (6) promotion of collaboration with other international marrow transplantation registry organizations, (7) and activities as a key member of Worldwide Network for Blood and Marrow Transplantation (WBMT). Annual academic meetings are held once a year in a country or region selected by the board of directors / general assembly of staff members (held in Taiwan in 2018 and in Korea in 2019, scheduled to be held in India in 2020 (the 25th general meeting) and in Thailand in 2021). Annual surveys of the achievement status of transplantation in the participating countries have been carried out 14 times in the past, and the results have already been compiled in reports (Vols 1-11) prepared by our head office and data center and have been distributed to major transplantation registry organizations around the world. The registration of transplantation cases in the participating countries has been carried out since 2012 (APBMT Registry). In addition, APBMT has published the first issue of its electronic journal “Blood Cell Therapy / The Official Journal of APBMT” in October 2018. As of now, we received 29 submissions, and 18 accepted articles are on the official website for Blood Cell Therapy. The latest volume (Vol.3 (2020) Issue 1) will be released on January 25th, 2020.
To get projects done, APBMT has called for companies agreeing with the aims of the aforementioned activities to donate. 1) Introduction of the Electronic Data Capture system to register more than 20,000 transplant data annually; 2) Management and maintenance of e-journal related works; 3) Strengthen the membership management; 4) Personnel expenses for these projects in the secretariat office will need a great deal of money. Therefore, to all related parties that understand the aims of our academic society’s activities, we look forward to your sponsorship.
