Dear Honorable Members,
First of all, I would like to express our sincere appreciation to your dedicated and continuous supports for the variety of on-going projects of Asia-Pacific Blood and Marrow Transplantation Group (APBMT). 

Since the APBMT was founded in 1990, its activity has been kept growing, and currently consists of 22 countries/regions, reaching as far as Iran in the west and as far as Australia and New Zealand in the south. The current on-going activities of APBMT include (1) updating the most recent status of HSCTs in all Asian countries / regions (APBMT Activity Survey), (2) collecting the data related to HSCTs from APBMT participating countries/regions and establishing APBMT Outcome Registry, (3) sharing of knowledge on HSCTs and cell therapies, (4) creating and providing training opportunities for medical doctors, nurses and other personnel working in the field of HSCTs, (5) promoting collaborative clinical research which contribute to the further improvement of transplant outcome, (6) promoting the collaboration with other international HSCT societies and registries. Annual Congress is held once a year (held in Taiwan in 2018 and in Korea in 2019, scheduled to be held in India in 2020 (the 25th general meeting) and in Thailand in 2021); and the Activity Survey has been carried out 14 times in the past. The results have already been compiled in the APBMT Annual Reports (Vol.1~11) and have been distributed to major transplantation registry organizations around the world. The registration of transplantation cases in the participating countries has been carried out since 2012 (APBMT Registry). In addition, APBMT has published the first issue of its electronic journal “Blood Cell Therapy / The Official Journal of APBMT” in October 2018. As of now, we received 29 submissions, and 18 accepted articles are on the official website for Blood Cell Therapy. The latest volume (Vol.3 (2020) Issue 1) will be released on January 25th, 2020.
 Through the activities/projects mentioned above, the APBMT is aiming at expanding the opportunity and improve the quality of HSCTs in APBMT participating countries/regions. However, there are still huge unmet needs for HSCTs in APBMT participating countries, and our current budget is not enough to achieve our goal. To this end, APBMT has called for companies agreeing with the aims of the aforementioned activities to post sponsor banner advertisements on APBMT's website http://www.apbmt.org/ as an advertising medium. Thank you in advance for your kind understanding, and we are looking forward to receiving your sponsorship.
Last but not least, I wish you the success and prosperity of you company, and I sincerely hope that we are contentiously working together for the patients who desperately need of this life-saving treatment.
